Strategies for reporting
Reporting on students’ achievement and progress to parents and students is an important function of Gilmore Primary School. A variety of strategies are used throughout the year to ensure that a close partnership is maintained between the school and home in relation to reporting on a student’s progress and achievement

Procedures to ensure that parents are promptly informed when their child is experiencing significant problems.

Ongoing assessment of student progress is conducted at a school level (A to E report assessment tasks; normative spelling, reading and mathematics testing) and at a class level. 

Weekly Special Needs meetings are held with teachers, executive and the school counsellor. The junior, middle and senior teaching teams meet on a weekly basis to discuss programming and student performance. Where a student’s performance may be of concern, this is followed up with parents, executive staff, and the school counsellor as a matter of priority to ensure that plans can be put in place as soon as practical to address the issues .

Reporting - Timing and frequency 

Term One

Complimentary phone call to each family by the class teacher in the first few weeks

Parent Information night by mid-term

Followed by parent / teacher interviews

Term 2

Written Report for Kindergarten (school template including strengths /weaknesses and strategies for development.)  

Year 1 to 6: ACT DET - A to E report format across the eight key learning areas.
In addition a school template report covering social development, work skills and strengths/weaknesses and strategies for development.

Parent/teacher/ student (3-way) interviews utilising individual student portfolios (work samples.)

Term 3.

A whole school Learning Journey covering all classes from Kindergarten through to Year 6.

Exhibition of Creative and Practical Arts

Term 4

Written Report for Kindergarten (school template including strengths /weaknesses and strategies for development.)
